With the support of the Australian Government, WING will be able to extend its financial services 
including person-to-person payments, money transfers and pre-paid purchases to rural 
Cambodians. The WING service, which uses mobile phone technology, has the potential to deliver 
savings of US$3 million per year in transaction costs1 for every 100,000 rural Cambodians with 
access to WING.

1 Calculated based on each transaction currently costing US$3. With WING’s service costing 0.50¢, the savings per transaction is US$3.00 – 0.50¢ = US$2.50. 

Therefore, if WING’s service is used once a month, 100,000 receivers x 12 months x $2.50 = US$3 million in savings. 
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ECF promotes private sector investment in initiatives that extend services or provide employment 
and other benefits to poor communities. It provides grants of between $100,000 and $1.5 million 
for commercially sustainable projects where businesses are prepared to at least match the 
Australian Government‟s grant. The Fund closely monitors the projects ensuring they adhere to the 
terms of the grant.
